Dear Parents

This morning the school has had a confirmed case of swine flu from a student teacher in the Nursery class.  This teacher is currently absent.

Some of the symptoms are the sudden onset of fever, cough or shortness of breath.  Other symptoms can include headache, sore throat, tiredness, aching muscles, chills, sneezing, runny nose or loss of appetite.

“All suspected cases who have swine flu symptoms will have been asked to self-isolate at home and restrict their contact with people.  The vast majority of people should go about their normal activities, including going to school or work.  This includes children who attend a school with a confirmed case of swine flu.”
“There is no need on risk grounds to avoid contact with people who might simply have come into contact with those having the illness, such as parents of children at schools with a confirmed case but who are not themselves ill.”  (SWINE FLU Q and A from http://www.nhs.uk/Conditions/Pandemic-flu/Pages/QA.aspx )
