Spellings-Unstressed vowels. (Wk 1)

Learning Objective

-To have considered vowel sounds.

-Some vowels are difficult to make out because they are spoken quickly or quietly. They do not ‘sound out’ clearly because the ‘beat’ in the word falls elsewhere.

-Many of these words contain the ‘er’ and ‘en’ patterns.

-When trying to learn these: think of related words, e.g. Definite-finite.

1. Business (There was a new business opening in town)

2. Carpet (The carpet was dirty from the children’s feet)

3. Catholic (There was a Catholic church in the village)

4. Conference (A press conference would be held this afternoon)

5. Definite (I will give you a definite answer later’ the girl said to me)

6. Description (The description was very clear)

7. Different (There were lots of different sweets to choose from)

8. Flattery (Flattery is exaggerated praise)

9. Generally (I am generally happy about it)

10. Generous (The lady next door is very generous)

11. Illiterate (Illiterate means you cannot read or write)

12. Literate (Literate means that you can read and write)

13. Mathematics (Mathematics was my favourite subject at school)

14. Miserable (The girl was miserable when her pet went missing)

15. Prosperous (Prosperous means you are successful and rich)

16. Reference (I needed a reference for the job)

17. Secretary (The school secretary was absent today)

18. Signature (the letter needed a signature on it)

19. Telephone (The telephone kept ringing and ringing)

20. Widening (The gap between us keeps widening)
