Persons Under the influence of drugs or alcohol
If any person is suspected to be under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs they will be denied access to the setting and asked to leave the premises, if this person was there to collect a child we would inform the child’s emergency contact, if no one else can be contacted we would then inform the regular authorities.

Substances found on the premises

If a substance suspected to be drug related was found in the building, staff would remove the item, using protective gloves, then inform the Business manager, Head Teacher and relevant authorities.

Substances brought onto the premises

If children were to bring items suspected to be drug related staff would take temporary position of the item and notify parents when the child was collected, again relevant authorities would e notified of any illegal drugs or paraphernalia found.
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
